Donegal’s No. 1 goalkeeper

Twenty five year-old Certified Accountant,
Gary Walsh, the Donegal goalkeeper for to-
day’'s game spends his working hours filing
records and his leisure hours breaking them on
the G.A.A. fields throughout the country. The
quiet spoken Ballyshannon man, now
employed by the Larry Goodman controlled,
Anglo Irish Beef Processers, in Newry, Co.
Down, had the lowest average of any
goalkeeper in the four divisions of the National
Football League last year.

A regular on the Donegal team since 1984,
Gary was in the final shake up for a place in
the Compromise Rules team which will tour
Australia. However the selectors opted for
Galway man, Pat Comer which came not on
ly as a bitter blow to Gary, but to the other
members of the squad.

“Well | took part in every training session
and thought | performed well. | thought they
would have selected another keeper but that's
football,” Gary said.

The present Donegal Player of the Year's
ability is widely acknowledged. Between the
posts he displays a remarkable coolness and
his distribution to defenders is first class. The
reflex saves he produced during the champion-
ship match against Cavan in Breffini Park will
be remembered by all Donegal fans.

He has captained Donegal at Minor and U-21
level. He won an Ulster Minor League medal
in 1982, was the reserve 'keeper on the 1983
Ulster Senior Championship winning team and
won a Dr. McKenna Cup Medal in 1985. Two
successive Ulster Championship titles are on-
ly just reward for the effort given by Walsh.
On the club scene he has won two Senior
Championships medals with Aodh Ruadh, and
championship medals at U-12, U-16, U-18 and
U-21. While attending the Regional Technical
College in Sligo Gary won two Trench Cup
medals.

| asked Gary to gaze into the cyrstal ball and
give his views on Donegal’s prospects in the
League this year. Gary believes that it is vital
to mantain a status in Division One of the
League.

From our point of view we will be anxious to

get off on a winning note today against Dublin.

“Kerry will be a nice prospect in Ballyshan-
non. Being from the town games there are very
memorable occasions for me. They will be in-
troducing a lot of young blood this year but
they always seem to have an abundance of
that. We should get two points in this game.

“Meath beat us in two very important mat-
ches last year, the League quarter final and the
All-Ireland semi-final. We will be looking for
revenge this year but they are a strong team
and with the game possibly in Navan they will
be difficult to defeat. The clash against the All-
Ireland champions, Cork in Ballybofey will be
a great day for all G.A.A. people in Donegal.
We played in the league last year and almost
snatched a victory fram them. However we
faded in the last ten minutes and allowed them
to win the game. It will be a good stage to
show that we are among the best teams in the
country.

”Armagh adapted well to the new rules last
year after a poor start when we inflicted a
heavy defeat on them in the first game of the
league. In the Ulster final they gave us a tough
game. | would be hoping at this stage in the
league we would not be depending on haing
to get points. Our last game against Roscom-
mon should be interesting. Again | hope we
are not looking for points. They have a cou
ple of good playeis especially those from the
Clan Na nGael club,"”

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And then it was porridge

Where did the time go?

Some of the bills from my All-
Ireland semi-final excursion to Dublin
still haven't surfaced on my Visa
printout and already we're back to
porridge — the National League.

I'm not the only one who thinks it's
all with indecent haste but life goes
on and ready or not Donegal are
faced today with an extremely
difficult opening game against the
Metropolitans.,

At any time today’'s opposition
would be hard to beat but on this
occasion the Donegal team are asked
o come to terms with a series of
difficulties, not all of them of their

own making.
Apart from a few challenge games
in-which manager, Brian McEniff,

struggled to put out a team due to
tho unavailability of many regular
squad  members, Donegal have

playoed and trained seldom since the
All-lreland semi-final.
[ast year then new manager

McEniff had more than a month’s
squad training completed; this time
there has been time for only three to
four such sessions. Admittedly, it
wasn’'t planned that way — the ill-
fated tour to the U.S. would have
brought the players together for
much needed preparations on a
collective basis.

A number of players | spoke to
earlier this week were genuinely
surprised to learn that the game
would indeed be played today and
Erian McEniff made it clear last
Monday night at the monthly Co.
Board meeting that he would have
been much happier had the game
been fixed for next Sunday, October
14th.

Then we have the injuries and
suspensions to deal with. Paul Carr,
so prominent in last year’'s League
campaign at centre-half back, is out;
Martin McHugh likewise. Anthony
Molloy, the Donegal captain, is also
out because of a recurrence of a knee
injury. Others on the long term injury
list include Aodh Ruadh clubmates
Brian Tuohy and Sylvester Maguire.

By the time you read this Martin
Gavigan's trials and tribulations will
be well documented. Manager,
McEniff selected Martin at centre-half
back on Thursday in the hope that
Rambo emerges from the Disciplinary
Committee hearing without any
suspension. Sean Bonner, who
played at full back last vyear is,
however, definitely out through
suspension.

All in all it amounts to a nasty
headache for the team boss who has
responded with an interesting team
selection.

Into the side, for his first League
game steps Naomh Columba’s Paddy
Hegarty, while his brother, Noel, has
been listed as a sub. At midfield,
Brian Murray and John Ban
Gallagher renew their partnership
from the McKenna Cup game against
Cavan. Charlie Mulgrew makes a
welcome return at centre half-
forward and is fully recovered from
his Ulster semi-final shoulder injury.

New boy, Paddy Hegarty, has
played a major part in Naomh
Columba’s Championship winning
exploits. A ball carrier with great
pace, he has an in-built confidence
that will help overcome any
nervousness associated with his first
big game.

Murray (Civil Service) and Ban
Gallagher (Killybegs) have the benefit
of this year's championship run
where both played their roles.
Murray’s knowledge of the Dublin
footballing scene will be a big
advantage to him and his colleagues
while Ban Gallagher’s football season
continued apace since Croke Park
thanks to his side’s involvement in
the Donegal club championship.

Eight of today’s Donegal team
started last year’'s histaric first
competitive win over Dublin — Gary
Walsh, John Joe Doherty, Matt
Gallagher, Donal Reid, Martin
Shovlin, Martin Gavigan, Declan
Bonner and Charlie Mulgrew while
Brian Murray, Joyce McMullan and
Manus Boyle all came on as subs.
Marty Carlin started against Dublin
on that occasion and is a substitute
this time out. So, overall, Donegal
have players who know what to
expect from Dublin and despite the
absence of many talented players
Donegal will not be going into this
game without hope — far from it.

Brian McEniff will be counting on
the experience his side has gained
during last year's League campaign
and the All-Ireland Championship. He
believes Donegal possess a new
confidence having played well and
won well against top teams such as
Dublin.

Preparations have been far from
ideal but expect Donegal to come off
the ropes this time; they need to win
their home games and victory today
will revitalise all concerned.
